“We are all called to be saints.” 

 

31st  Sunday in Ordinary Time - Feast of All Saints  
Today we celebrate the Feast of All Saints, both known and unknown. Part of our Creed is that 

we   believe in the communion of saints, and we are all candidates to become saints. We are 

saints in the making if you will. And our gospel today gives us the beatitudes, the eight steps to 

sainthood. They are answers to the most frequently asked question, òWhat I must I do to be 

saved or to inherit eternal life, or to enter the Kingdom of God?ó And Jesus prescribes 8 things 

that we can do. Like for example, blessed are you if you do have a pure heart, you will see God. If 

you do have mercy, you will receive mercy. If you do have a meek heart, you will inherit the 

earth, and so on. It is no coincidence that those who lived out the beatitudes and after their     

beatification are called òBlessedó, the last step to becoming a saint. Speaking of beatification, on 

October 31, 2020 in Rome, Pope Francis is going to beatify Fr. Michael McGivney, founder of the 

Knights of Columbus. After the beatification he will be called Blessed Michael McGivney.      

Congratulations to the Knights!  

The focus of the beatitudes is on the reward, and according to the gospel, the reward is great in 

heaven. The first letter of John in our second reading today tells us that the great reward is to 

òbe called children of God; and that is what we are.ó (1 John 3:1) But before we claim the reward, 

according to the Book of Revelation in our first reading today there will be a great ordeal. And 

once we have come out of the great ordeal, once we have washed our robes and made them white 

in the blood of the Lamb. (Rev. 7:14), once we have reached the point of perfection and of holi-

ness, it is only then that we can see the great reward, that is, to see God face to face. Because  

only the holy can see the holy. Only the pure can see the pure. As Jesus said, òBlessed are the 

pure in heart, for they will see God.ó (Matthew 5:8) 

Remember that we are called to be holy for our Father in heaven is holy. (cf. 1 Peter 1:16) This is 

our universal call to holiness. And as gold tested by fire to become pure, (cf. 1 Peter 1:7) so our 

faith. We are being purified by the great ordeals we face every day. COVID 19 brings its own 

way of purifying us by asking as to wash our hands frequently and to sanitize. Although, I       

believe that the invitation is more than the external purification. It is the call is to sanitize      

inside out. For what defiles the person are coming from within, from the human heart.  

(cf. Mark 7:21) The saints have a clear and direct vision of God, because they are pure and holy. 

We are all saints in progress. In fact, St. Paul reminds us that we òare citizens with the saints 

and also members of the household of God.ó (Ephesians 2:19) Imagine. I worked hard to become 

a Canadian citizen only to find out that our citizenship is in heaven? I need a drink! Cheers. 

Happy feast day every one. Amen.
